e What undergraduate research opportunities are available, and how common is
participation?

e Isthere a culminating senior experience (capstone, thesis, project)?

e Isthere an honors program or honors college?

e Are there first-year programs or learning communities?

Cost & Financial Considerations - Understanding affordability at a high level.
e What percentage of financial need is typically met?
e What does a typical merit award look like?
e Whatis the average student debt at graduation?
e  What work-study opportunities are available?
Graduation & Retention - Understanding outcomes and time to degree.
e What helps students stay on track to graduate on time?
Academic Support - Knowing what help is available if needed.
e  What tutoring or academic support services are offered?
e How does academic advising work?

e Isthere a writing center, and how do students access it?
e Whatlearning support or disability resources are available?
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Experiential Learning - Connecting college to life after graduation.

e What percentage of students complete internships during college?
